Discussion about whether Allonby PC take charge or let Anna manage the project and the village is just involved. Concerns about the grass growing on the scrub patch opposite Moss Lane.

Water – AJ thinks the leak is near the end of brewery terrace as puddles are not draining between there and the carpark.

To access the plumbing for the urinal a hole needs to be made through the wall.  As the Solway Cycles is not open at the moment it was felt this was a good time to do the work. There is a need to inform the new tenant Colin Bailey of the proposed work and ask if he his happy for the cycles to be moved.
