RH reported that Allerdale have agreed they will empty another bin in the playground. Costings to be made to ascertain how much it would cost to upgrade the bin by the Cycleway.

	Management of the beck/ flooding: Emergency Planning:   AB meeting held EA/ MP and villagers EA have agreed that communication should be with Linda Higham for Allonby and Pete Miles for the EA.
