	d. Playground - Urgently needs inspecting. 
Cllr JH suggested that we need to close the park until the inspection.
Fencing – Still waiting on one quote. Do we want a metre or 1.5m 1.5m?  quoted as £1300 Or do we want Simon to refurb the fencing as is.

Playdale quote over budget and not to spec.  Sovereign have done an excellent design for £270,000 with paths and areas for different types of paths. There are ways saving money by cutting back on different parts.
Cllr NW met with GDF funder.  We have received conflicting information.  Need to provide solid information and data who is using playground, from GDF area.  NW asked to put in a proposal to test water.  Setting up a crowd funder, Robin Rigg, lottery.

KY suggested making park smaller and having separate areas. 

JH suggested we canvas the caravan parks to find out where people who own vans come from.  
It was discussed that we try to do some of the work, like the sensory garden ourselves.

Toilet block has been closed since beginning of the month.  Allerdale have agreed to meet with us to discuss. Opening toilets for half term ask Louise to clean.  Keep disabled open weekends during the winter. Cllr JH enquired about a new door with coin access would be £4000 plus £1500 fitted will look at other quotes.
